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MORNING RECREATION 
 

Team Rotations 
Show your team spirit with these competitive games! After splitting your group into teams we will 
provide a number of activities for each group to compete in. Throughout the week each team 
will get to participate in each 30 minute activity. If you have any 
suggestions or ideas for any specific game please let us know, 
otherwise we’ll prepare everything for you. 
 
Camp Wide  
Test your knowledge of our beloved camp with this scavenger 
hunt! Everything starts when teams are given a long list of 
questions that they must answer by looking around the camp. 
Some questions are obvious, like “What 3 colors are on the gym floor?” and others are 
challenging, like “Find a Tejas Staff Member near the tennis court to help you find out which 
building is the oldest on the property”. After about an hour groups will meet back to see who 
answered the most questions. 
 
Tejas Games 
A Tejas classic, the games start when each team is given a clue that leads them to a location 
around the camp. At each location Tejas Staff will lead two teams in a creative competition. 
After about 10-15 minutes a signal is given and the groups receive a new clue that leads them 
to their next activity. There are usually about 6 rotations and the entire game lasts about an 
hour. The maximum number of campers able to play Tejas Games at one time is 250. 
 
Mud Pit 
Mud wars anyone? The fun starts when our old Camp Tejas Rodeo Arena is turned into a huge 
mud pit after being drenched with water. Once we get the ground nice and soggy, the campers 
then compete against other teams in fast, fun relays either to earn points or to just have fun in 
the mud. Everyone participating must be washed off by Tejas Staff prior to returning to their 
bunks and showering or participating in any other activity. The maximum number of campers 
that can participate in the Mud Games at one time is 250. 
 
Wall and Zip 
Feel like there’s not enough time during the day? Then bring your students to enjoy the wall and 
zip line in the cool of the morning. 
 
Extreme Dodge Ball Tournament 
Ready, Set, Dodge Ball! Get your group into the dodge ball scene with this fun tournament. 
Teams compete in different variations of this classic game to see who will win the rights of being 
named the Dodge Ball kings! 
 
Sports Tournament

Climbing & Zip Tower  
A very popular activity, the 50 ft. climbing tower has 
4 climbing routes and 2 separate zip lines. The 
campers can climb their way to the top of the Camp 
and have the ride of their life down our zip lines.  
Note: The Meadows zip line has 2 climbing routes 
and 1 zip line. 

 

Swimming Pool  
Our pool is the highlight of most every camper’s 
week. With a lazy river, tube slide, diving area, and 
recreation area, the pool is ready for action. 
Note: Groups sharing the camp will have specific 
pool usage times. 

 

Water Zip , Trapeze, & Rope -swing  
The lake zip line and trapeze swing are a camper 
favorite. Zip out and drop into the lake or swing out 
and perform acrobatic feats. 
Note: The trapeze and water zip are available only to 
groups staying at Tejas, the rope-swing is only 
available to groups staying at The Meadows. 

 

Boating  
Many campers never get the chance to glide across 
the water and be completely in control. With single 
seat kayaks, double seat kayaks, and canoes 
everyone is sure to get the chance to experience the 
fun of boating in a lake.  

 

Archery  
Let your mind travel back to early America and 
experience archery firsthand. Our archery range 
consists of multiple targets, children and youth size 
bows, and arrows.  You may use our equipment or 
you can bring your own.     
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Fishing*  
Our ponds have mostly bass and a few other species 
of fish that provide a great activity for campers of all 
ages. Please remember to bring your own supplies 
including poles, tackle, and bait. Catch & release 
only.

There are two locations for your campfire: about a 15 minute ride to the meadows 
amphitheater or the amphitheater at the bottom of the prayer trail.  We can take the campers on 
a hayride and then to either campfire area. The passenger limit on the hayrides is 100 people. 
We can make multiple trips and roasting skewers can be provided.  
 
Pool Party  
Many groups enjoy spending an evening down at our exciting pool. With a lazy river, 106 ft. long 
figure eight tube slide, diving area, and recreation area, the pool is ready for any party you can 
throw at it. You are welcome to use it as it is or we can provide music to add to the atmosphere. 
The maximum capacity at the pool is 250 at one time. NOTE: Groups using the Meadows 
Retreat Center will have access to the pool the 1st and 3rd evenings of camp. Groups using 
Camp Tejas will have access to the pool every 2nd and 4th evenings of camp. These guidelines 
are flexible if changes are discussed before May 1. 
 
Counselor Hunt 
In this more intense version of Hide and Go Seek, our staff and 
possibly your sponsors race to try to find hiding places around 
the camp where the campers are challenged to find them. Each 
counselor is worth a number of points that can be awarded to 
teams. 
  
Evening Wall and Zip 
Enjoy the Climbing and Zip tower during the day? Come try it at 
night. The wall and zip will be lit up, but climbing and zipping in the dark adds a new level of 
adventure to everything. 
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Old School Relays 
Very similar to the mud pit relays but without all the mess and mud. Come and let the campers 
run and compete against all their friends in these fun relay races.  
 
Evening Rec Rotations 
Similar to the morning Rec rotations, but these happen in the dark. This multi-day event will 
keep all your campers occupied for multiple nights in a row.  
 
Extreme Dodge Ball Tournament 
Ready, Set, Dodge Ball! Get your group into the dodge ball scene with this fun tournament. 
Teams compete in different variations of this classic game to see who will win the rights of being 
named the Dodge Ball kings!
