If your group has free time planned you are welcome to utilize any of the areas below.

Climbing & Zip Tower

A very popular activity, the 50 ft. climbing tower has 4 climbing routes (2 easy and 2
challenging) and 2 separate zip lines independent from the climbing. The campers
can climb their way to the top of Camp Tejas and have the ride of their life down our
zip lines.

Note: The Meadows zip line has 2 climbing routes and 1 zip line.

Swimming Pool
Our pool is the highlight of most every camper’'s week. With a lazy river, 106 ft long

figure eight tube slide, diving area, and recreation area, the pool is ready to bring
enjoyment to anyone.

Note: Groups using The Meadows have access to the pool every morning. Groups
using Tejas have access to the pool every afternoon. These guidelines are flexible if
changes are discussed before May 1.

Water Zip , Trapeze, & Rope -swing
The lake zip line and trapeze swing have been a camper favorite for years. On the

zip line campers begin about 20 feet in the air and rush out until they safely drop
into the lake. The trapeze and rope-swing are similar: campers swing out and try to
perform acrobatic feats or just drop in to the water below.

Note: The trapeze and water zip are available only to groups staying at Tejas, the
rope-swing is only available to groups staying at The Meadows.

Boating
Many campers never get the chance to glide across the water and be completely in

control. With single seat kayaks, double seat kayaks, and canoes everyone is sure
to get the chance to experience the fun of boating in a lake.

Archery
Let your mind travel back to early America and experience archery firsthand. Our

archery range consists of multiple targets, children and youth size bows, and
arrows. You may use our equipment or you can bring your own.

Fishing*

Whether fishing for men or for a largemouth bass, fishing is a blast! Our ponds have
mostly bass and a few other species of fish that provide a great activity for campers
of all ages. Please remember to bring your own supplies including poles, tackle, and
bait. Catch & release only.




Disc Golf*
If you're looking for a relaxing afternoon or a competitive team contest, Disc Golf is
the game to play. Around trees and over hills, our 18 hole course walks you around
the camp property and challenges your disc throwing abilities. Discs and maps
provided.

Game Room*

Rain or shine the game room is open and available to entertain guests of any age.
Pool, ping-pong, foosball, air-hockey, or shuffleboard — come out of the heat and
enjoy the a/c while you challenge your friends to a game.

Note: The Meadows game room has 2 pool tables and 1 foosball table.

Basketball Gym*
Our Gym is always a great place to come play basketball or any other type of game

that you may want to dream up. The full size court is furnished with plenty of
basketballs so that a number of campers can all play at once.
